Actions Taken By OSC
1. established the following guideline for the distribution of OSC Funds: No agency/ ministry/ project will receive more than 50% of the funds which OSC has to allocate in its’ annual budget.

2. reaffirmed the following requirement for an agency/ministry/project to submit an application for OSC funds:  As a part of the grant process, an applicant must submit proof of an audit or an equivalent financial review. (Our own Jack Paddon will check to see that this has been done by all applicants…Jack has been providing leadership for the financial side of OSC.)

3. will allocate a portion of this year’s OSC Budget for what will be called New Hope Initiatives. This category of funding will be for:
a. church based initiatives in areas of ministry typically supported by OSC (However, these funds could be granted in partnership with Evangelism/ New Church Development Committee for an appropriate Initiative which combines the goals and purposes of each committee.)

b. the program year (for example,  Sept. 07 – Aug. 08)
c. up to three program years

d. bringing hope and encouragement to some churches within our presbytery with the prayer that this will strength the ministries of these churches in their community

4. In preparation for the May Presbytery Meeting, Skip Winter (Cranford) reported on his initial contact with the pastor at the Carteret. The suggested theme is “Towns In Transition.” Skip will attend the March Council meeting to share these thoughts and make contact with the other people planning this meeting.
