Report to Presbytery Council

Motions to Council

1. We ask for time at the June Presbytery meeting to publicize 

a. the “New Hope Initiatives.”

b. the International Peacemaker who will be here in Sept.


(churches may express interest in hosting this person…multiple times available)

c. Sue Wright, the PCUSA Mission Co-workers who will be here in Oct.


(churches may express interest in hosting this person…multiple times available)

2. For the September Presbytery meeting we ask that

a. the International Peacemaker be given a prominent place on the docket. And that we consider ways in which we can 

i. share in small groups around this topic

1. draw leadership from churches/groups who will be hosting this person

ii. pray for peace

iii. other?

b. there be a way for us to view a short portion (4minutes) of a new Presbytery resource, “The Great Warming.” This is a resource which is available for use in our churches.

3. For the Oct. Presbytery meeting we ask that

a. Sue Wright, the PCUSA mission co-worker who will be visiting us as a part of “Mission Challenge ‘07” be given a prominent place on the docket. And that we consider ways in which we can do “hands-on-mission” while she is with us…for example, prepare HIV/AIDS kits to be sent to Africa.

b. Other?

4. We ask that the Presbytery approve the concept of 



starting a ministry called Iraq Reconciliation and Reconstruction which would be 


built with the help of the Rev. Jonah Waseem Salim. (He would be a part time 


paid staff person for one year.)


This concept was approved by the Global Mission and Peacemaking Subcommittee, and 
it was enthusiastically embraced by OSC. While there is much work which remains to be 
done before this can implemented, the Global Mission and Peacemaking Subcommittee 
and OSC are willing to commit $5,000 of our Peacemaking funds to this ministry if the 


details can be worked out to the satisfaction of the appropriate committees (personal, 
COM, the Presbytery itself, etc.) as well raise the extra commitment giving funds. It will 
be a challenge to bring this together within the pressing timeframe (done by Aug.) It will


a great deal of trust on the part of many people and entities. But to us, it certainly seems


like a challenge which needs to be met. (See the attachments: OSC Proposal & Bob’s 
additional thoughts.)

Actions Taken By OSC
1. New Hope Initiatives: Church Based Ministry

The due date for applications has been changed from Aug. 15 to Sept. 15. As a reminder we will allocate a portion of this year’s OSC Budget for what will be called New Hope Initiatives. This category of funding will be for:

a. church based initiatives in areas of ministry typically supported by OSC (However, these funds could be granted in partnership with Evangelism/ New Church Development Committee for an appropriate Initiative which combines the goals and purposes of each committee.)

b. the program year (for example,  Sept. 07 – Aug. 08)
c. is a one-time grant 

d. bringing hope and encouragement to some churches within our presbytery with the prayer that this will strengthen the ministries of these churches in their community.

There is $25,000 in this category of funds. We hope that we will receive requests for grants in the $5,000-10,000 range.

Applications are due September15, 2007. (An application is attached to this report.)

2. Rev. Aslam Daniel (Pakistani Presbyterian Pastor who lives in Carteret): Skip Winter has agreed to be a liaison for him to OSC. Skip will work with him and us (OSC) to put together a 6 month plan which will help us discern if there is a “next step” for him and us in regards to ministry within our Presbytery. (You may remember that he  pastors an Indian/Pakistani Fellowship in the Queens, receives some financial support from the Presbytery of New York.)
3. International Peacemaker: Corina Rodriguez has agreed to be the OSC Coordinator for this event.  As a reminder, In September ’07 we will bring to the Presbytery a member of the International Peacemakers. (This is a part of the Presbyterian Peacemaking Program.) The person will be here for our Presbytery meeting, Sept. 25 (Tues.) and for a few days on either side of that date. The cost to OSC is $400 plus providing transportation and lodging while in our area. We will pay for this out of our Peacemaking Funds. 4. Sue Wright, PCUSA Co-Worker, will be at our October Presbytery meeting.  As a reminder, this is a part of our denominations “Mission Challenge ’07.” Sue will be available for our October 27 (Sat.) Presbytery meeting and for five days afterwards. There is no cost to us. Of course, we are expected to provide transportation and lodging while in our area.
