We have 106 resident ministers.

We have 49 churches with a total of 62 elders representing them. G-11.0101a  

We allow 15 elders who are serving on Council or who have served as Moderator, for a current total of 77 possible presbyters.  

The gap to be made up by adding elders is therefore 29

Proposal: to redress the imbalance by asking the second 29 churches in the presbytery directory to elect one additional elder commissioner for the year (June 2007-May 2008).  Next year we will review the imbalance at that time and use the same approach, beginning with the 22nd church on the list.  And so on from year to year.
