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Motion of the Trustees of the Presbytery of Elizabeth 
For Consideration by the Presbytery 
At its Stated Meeting on September 26, 2006
   
WHEREAS, the Ebeneezer Presbyterian Church (“Ebeneezer”), a church founded in 1986 by Brazilian immigrants, affiliated with the Presbyterian Mission to the World, and having met in a facility in Newark that is no longer available due to a fire and finding itself in need of temporary quarters while searching for a permanent facility, has approached the Siloam-Hope Presbyterian Church of the Presbytery of Elizabeth (“Silaom-Hope”) with a proposal that Ebeneezer be permitted to use Siloam-Hope’s worship and other space during times not normally used by Siloam-Hope, and 

WHEREAS, the Session of Siloam-Hope, upon recommendation of their Building and Grounds Committee, has concluded that the proposal by Ebeneezer could be accommodated without compromising the ministry and mission of Siloam-Hope or interfering with Siloam-Hope’s worship services or other scheduled activities,  and desires to accommodate the temporary need for worship space on the part of Ebeneezer, and 
  
WHEREAS, the Session of Siloam-Hope has approved the proposed agreement for the use of Siloam-Hope’s facilities by Ebeneezer, and 
  
WHEREAS, the Book of Order specifies that agreements for the use of a congregation’s worship space, regardless of the term of the agreement, be approved by the Presbytery, and 
  
WHEREAS, the Siloam-Hope Session has provided information regarding the proposed agreement to the Trustees of the Presbytery, and 
  
WHEREAS, the Trustees of the Presbytery have reviewed the proposed agreement between Siloam-Hope and Ebeneezer and concluded that the agreement is reasonable, will facilitate the ministry and mission of Siloam-Hope by providing additional funds, 
  
THEREFORE, the Trustees of Elizabeth Presbytery move that the Presbytery, at its Stated Meeting on September 26, 2006, assents to the Siloam-Hope Session entering into an agreement with Ebeneezer for the use of Siloam-Hope’s facilities, the initial term of such agreement to be for no more than six (6) months and any renewal terms to be for no more than twelve (12) months, provided that (a) no renewal term shall be agreed to without a finding by the Session of Siloam-Hope and communicated to the Trustees of the Presbytery that (i) Ebeneezer’s use of Siloam-Hope’s facilities has not interfered with the ministry and mission of Siloam-Hope and (ii) Ebeneezer has complied with the terms of the agreement and with Siloam-Hope’s policies for the use of its facilities and (b) Siloam-Hope shall not enter into an agreement for more than two (2) renewal terms without having first obtained the further assent of the Presbytery.
